ENTER AND EXIT QUIETLY! - Do not walk in front of the speaker. Don’t slam 

the door. Walk quietly. 

REMAIN SEATED DURING SPEECHES! – Whatever you have to do can wait 

until the speech is finished. 

BE SILENT DURING SPEECHES! – Absolutely no talking or whispering. No 

unnecessary noise. Remove fussing children quickly. 

STAY INSIDE! – The gym, playground, and kitchen are off limits to unauthorized 

personnel during ceremonies. 

NO FOOD OR DRINKS INSIDE THE LONGHOUSE! 

DRESS APPROPRIATELY/RESPECTFULLY! – no shorts or revealing clothing, 

no shirts with pictures/advertisements of any alcoholic beverages, cigarettes, 

drugs, or sexual innuendoes. 

SUPERVISE YOUR CHILDREN AT ALL TIMES! – all children must remain 

seated with a parent/adult. 

HAVE A “GOOD MIND”! – Talk to others in soft gentle tones. Use kind words. 

Refrain from gossip. Encourage participants. 

BRING YOUR OWN SOUP CONTAINERS! – Do not “borrow”  from the 

kitchen. 

INVITE ONLY NATIVE AMERICAN GUESTS TO OBSERVE OUR SACRED 

CEREMONIES! – All of our ceremonies are sacred. 
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
